o Description: Conduct 1-on-1 mock interviews with youth using an assessment form for
notes and feedback. At the conclusion, you'll give them feedback on what went well
and what could be improved for next time!

CAREER PANEL

e Volunteer Needs: 5-8 volunteers

e Commitment: 1-2 hours on a weekday, either in person or virtual

e Description: Throughout the year, we offer career exploration panels that cover
specific topics or industries (green careers, healthcare, tech, business, etc) or celebrate
heritage months. Volunteers present their jobs and career journeys to a group of youth
then rotate through smaller breakout sessions of 5 - 10 youth, answering their
questions about panelists’ careers and professional journeys.

e Commitment: 1-2 hours on a weekday afternoon, in person or virtual

e Description: You'll work with our team to create a customized experience tailored to
the unique skills and abilities of your company/organization for our youth to enjoy and
learn from! This may include office tours, park clean-up day, or workshops on topics
such as Financial Literacy, Careers in the Trades, Al and Marketing, or Cybersecurity.
